FIRST READING - Hosea 11.1-11 

Hear the word of the Lord, O people.  When Israel was a child, I loved him, 

and out of Egypt I called my son.  The more I called them, the more they 

went from me; they kept sacrificing to the Baals, and offering incense to 
idols.  Yet it was I who taught Ephraim to walk, I took them up in my arms; 

but they did not know that I healed them.  I led them with cords of human 

kindness, with bands of love.  I was to them like those who lift infants to 
their cheeks.  I bent down to them and fed them.  They shall return to the 

land of Egypt, and Assyria shall be their king, because they have refused to 

return to me.  The sword rages in their cities, it consumes their oracle-priests, 
and devours because of their schemes.  My people are bent on turning away 

from me.  To the Most High they call, but he does not raise them up at all.  

How can I give you up, Ephraim?  How can I hand you over, O Israel?  How 

can I make you like Admah?  How can I treat you like Zeboiim?  My heart 
recoils within me; my compassion grows warm and tender.  I will not 

execute my fierce anger; I will not again destroy Ephraim; for I am God and 

no mortal, the Holy One in your midst, and I will not come in wrath.  They 
shall go after the Lord, who roars like a lion; when he roars, his children 

shall come trembling from the west.  They shall come trembling like birds 

from Egypt, and like doves from the land of Assyria; and I will return them 

to their homes, says the Lord.

Budget Update 
Last week, Parish Council received the 

half yearly statement of our expenses. 

At the end of July, we are $9,000 short  

in our target for giving on Sundays and 
through Parish Direct. This is a 

significant shortfall. We hope our 

fundraising will make up some of this 

deficit (although our budget already 

includes $15,000 from the Fete, May 

Fair and Cent Sale activities). The picture shows our actual income (light line) 

compared with our monthly collections budget (heavy line). Other income (mainly 

thank offerings or donations for special projects have made up some of the 

difference as well as cutting back expenses) but I would appreciate it if everyone 

could have another look at their finances and any a small increase will help.

One day God was looking down at Earth and saw all of the misbehaving that 
was going on.  So he called one of His angels and sent the angel to Earth for a 
time.  
When the angel returned, he told God, 'Yes, it is bad on Earth; 95% are 
misbehaving and only 5% are not. 
God was not pleased.  So He decided to e-mail the 5% that 
were good, because he wanted to encourage them, and give 
them a little something to help them keep going.  
 

Do you know what the e-mail said? 
 
OK! I was just wondering... I didn't get one either!  
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Commentary: This reading is the theological climax of the book of Hosea. The book 

opens by introducing the major themes in the metaphor of the prophetôs marriage to 

an unfaithful wife to symbolize the message of judgment and grace (chs 1-3). The 

book then elaborates on the metaphor to the unfaithfulness of Israel in its covenant 

relationship with God (chs 4-10). Chapter 11 is a radical shift in mood and content 
from early chapters that mark the heart of the prophetôs message. Again using 

metaphors drawn from family relationships, here a parent and a child, the prophet 

proclaims a message of Godôs grace that rivals any other passage in Scripture for its 

directness and pathos - for its clear revelation of the heart of God.  
 

PSALM 107. 1-9, 43 (Page  337) 
 

SECOND READING - Colossians 3.1-11 

If you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where 

Christ is, seated at the right hand of God.  Set your minds on things that are 
above, not on things that are on earth, for you have died, and your life is 

hidden with Christ in God.  When Christ who is your life is revealed, then 

you also will be revealed with him in glory.  Put to death, therefore, whatever 

in you is earthly: fornication, impurity, passion, evil desire, and greed (which 
is idolatry).  On account of these the wrath of God is coming on those who 

are disobedient.  These are the ways you also once followed, when you were 

living that life.  But now you must get rid of all such things ï anger, wrath, 
malice, slander, and abusive language from your mouth.  Do not lie to one 

another, seeing that you have stripped off the old self with its practices and 

have clothed yourselves with the new self, which is being renewed in 
knowledge according to the image of its creator.  In that renewal there is no 

longer Greek and Jew, circumcised and uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, 

slave and free; but Christ is all and in all! 

Commentary: St Paul begins this new chapter with a sermon on moral behaviour. 

The reminder that through baptism, we are a new creations and we have a different 

set of behaviours. The distinction between the things of above and things on earth is 
traditional religious language - there are higher and lower values we can choose. 

We are called to the higher ones, that remind us of our unity with Jesus in heaven. 

 

GOSPEL - Luke 12.13-21 

Someone in the crowd said to Jesus, óTeacher, tell my brother to divide the 
family inheritance with me.ô  But he said to him, óFriend, who set me to be a 

judge or arbitrator over you?ô  And he said to the crowd, óTake care! Be on 

your guard against all kinds of greed; for oneôs life does not consist in the 

abundance of possessions.ô  Then he told them a parable: óThe land of a rich 
man produced abundantly.  And he thought to himself, ñWhat should I do, 

for I have no place to store my crops?ò  Then he said, ñI will do this: I will 

pull down my barns and build larger ones, and there I will store all my grain 
and my goods.  And I will say to my soul, óSoul, you have ample goods laid 
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up for many years; relax, eat, drink, be merry.ôò  But God said to him, ñYou 
fool!  This very night your life is being demanded of you.  And the things 

you have prepared, whose will they be?ò  So it is with those who store up 

treasures for themselves but are not rich towards God.ô 

Commentary: Property and inheritance disputes were common in Jesus time and it 

was left to authorities in the synagogue to address them through the biblical laws of 

Numbers 27:1-11 and Deuteronomy 21:15-17 - hence the request for Jesus to solve 
the issue. The parable that follows is unusual (for Jesus) as it has a philosophical 

tone - reminding the hearer that true riches are non-material. Usually Jesus 

parables press on the hearer the demands of a new situation.
