This morning we gather with mixed feelings. At Pomona, we gather with great 

celebration as William Varlet comes for baptism. William is Jim Sawdyôs 

grandson and it is a great joy to welcome another member into the family of the 

church. At Cooroy we gather, also with cause for great celebration, to mark the 

30th anniversary of ordination - firstly to Bob, marking 30 years as a priest; and 

secondly to Robert, marking 30 years as a deacon. We also welcome Helen as 

our Liturgical Assistant, offering her encouragement as she continues on her 

journey to ordination. Our worship should be filled with joy, happiness and a 

sense of anticipation as we thank God for the past as well as look to the future. 

Mixed with these joyous occasions, we find ourselves in the midst of fracture 

and discord following the implementation of significant landscaping works at 

Cooroy. These works, which Parish Council will meet to discuss at greater 

length this afternoon, have had significant implications for our parish. There 

have been suggestions of some leaving the past, others feel hurt, disappointed 

and even disillusioned about the lack of consultation. Others have felt that the 

decisions made to órectifyô the situation have been unnecessary and they too 

have been caused hurt and disappointment. There seems no easy answer to the 

situation we find ourselves in. 

Our readings today draw our attention to Jesus, and his presentation in the 

temple when he was a month old. It would have been usual for Mary and Joseph 

to have made the journey to Jerusalem two or three times (Bethlehem being just 

a few kilometres from the capital city). They would have travelled to do what the 

Law required: circumcision, redemption of the first born and the purification of 

the mother. Luke puts the last two under one heading: and refers to it as the 

presentation of Christ in the Temple. 

The readings, and the feast of the Presentation, remind us that as we gather 

today, aware of the celebrations and the sadness's, we are all asked to present 

ourselves to God asking that through all that we are and have, all that we do and 

say, God may be at work in us as channels of his grace and goodness.  I invite 

you to listen out for the last prayer of every Eucharist which begins, óFather we 

offer (present) ourselves to you éô In all that we do both within our worship and 

outside it, may we remember that we are called by God to strive to be Christlike. 

And while we may not always live out that calling as well as we may like, in this 

place we find the chance for forgiveness, reconciliation and a fresh start no 

matter who we are... each and every time.

ROSTERS 
 

Our worship rosters are due for renewal for the period February 21 to May 23 

2010 (Lent to Pentecost). If you are part of this team, please note this period 

includes the Easter, so please advise if you will be away!     
 

If you would like to be part of leading worship through reading, leading 

intercessions, welcoming, assisting with bringing the bread and wine to the altar 

or morning tea, please speak with Harvey Williams (5473 0012 for the Cooroy 

Roster) or Dawn Williamson (5485 0142 for the Pomona Roster). 
 

Intercessors: This person lead the prayers for the service. There are a wide 

variety of styles of prayers that are suitable and the parish owns a few resources 

to assist you, including Let us Pray; Celtic Weekly Prayers and the prayer book. 

This is a rewarding ministry but can seem daunting to those who have not 

attempted it so overcome your nerves and chat with one of the team for advice. 
 

Readers: There are usually two people rostered for this at each service. The first 

reading is usually from the Old Testament and the reader also introduces the 

Psalm.  The second reading from the New Testament. The deacon or priest reads 

the Gospel. You can choose to only read the Old or New Testament readings if 

you wish.  
 

Welcomers: The welcomers task is to greet people as they enter the church and 

to hand them prayer and hymn books and the pew sheet. They also hang around 

to collect the books at the end. This is the first contact many newcomers have 

with our community, so a friendly face is always a welcome addition! 

Welcomers need to be around about 20 minutes before the service. At Cooroy, 

the welcomer takes the bread and wine to the alter for communion (at Pomona 

this is done by a different couple). The welcomers also collect the money for the 

Offertory. There are two welcomers on the roster each service, so if you are 

single you can either get together with someone or be ópaired upô with someone. 
 

Morning Tea: (At Cooroy) Prior to the service, the morning tea couple put out 

the cups and saucers and make sure that the water is on. After the service they 

make and serve tea  and coffee. Biscuits/sugar/tea & coffee supplies are 

provided by the Cooroy Guild, but you will need to bring along some milk (and 

if you want to make something that helps our morning tea to feel more friendly!) 

This is another ótwo person jobô so find a friend and sign up! 
 

Our churches also need Weekly Cleaning. 

At Pomona the team gathers at 8am on Thursdays to clean the church and then 

share a cuppa. Anyone is welcome to simply come along and help out. 

At Cooroy the Cooroy Guild allocate the cleaning to teams who volunteer. If 

youôd like to be part of this team, please tell Norma Wall (5447 6251).

FIRST READING - Malachi 3.1-4 

Thus says the Lord God: See, I am sending my messenger to prepare the way 

before me, and the Lord whom you seek will suddenly come to his temple.  

The messenger of the covenant in whom you delight ï indeed, he is coming, 

says the Lord of hosts.  But who can endure the day of his coming, and who 

can stand when he appears?  For he is like a refinerôs fire and like fullersô 

soap; he will sit as a refiner and purifier of silver, and he will purify the 

descendants of Levi and refine them like gold and silver, until they present 

offerings to the Lord in righteousness.  Then the offering of Judah and 

Jerusalem will be pleasing to the Lord as in the days of old and as in former 

years. 

Commentary: Malachi prophesied about 450BC.  He foresaw a time when God 

would act decisively in the terrible day of the Lord, a time of final purifying before a 

new age began.  A herald would óprepare the wayô for God to come.  This vision of 

the future was not uninfluential with Jews in the centuries that followed. 

 

PSALM  24, page 244 

 

THE PRESENTATION OF CHRIST IN THE TEMPLE  
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SECOND READING - Hebrews 2.14-18 

Since the children share flesh and blood, Jesus himself likewise shared the 

same things, so that through death he might destroy the one who has the 

power of death, that is, the devil, and free those who all their lives were held 

in slavery by the fear of death.  For it is clear that he did not come to help 

angels, but the descendants of Abraham.  Therefore he had to become like his 

brothers and sisters in every respect, so that he might be a merciful and 

faithful high priest in the service of God, to make a sacrifice of atonement for 

the sins of the people.  Because he himself was tested by what he suffered, he 

is able to help those who are being tested. 

Commentary: This passage concerns Christôs solidarity with the human race.  He is 

likened to the High Priest, but a High Priest different in character to those known to 

the reader.  Jesus was not aloof and distant, but ómerciful and faithfulô.  Having 

suffered himself, he óis able to help those who are being testedô; and because of his 

solidarity with all men and women he was fit to make óatonement for the sins of the 

peopleô. 

 

GOSPEL - Luke 2.22ï40 

When the time came for their purification according to the law of Moses, 

Mary and Joseph brought Jesus up to Jerusalem to present him to the Lord.  

(as it is written in the law of the Lord, óEvery firstborn male shall be 

designated as holy to the Lordô), and they offered a sacrifice according to 

what is stated in the law of the Lord, óa pair of turtle-doves or two young 

pigeons.ô  Now there was a man in Jerusalem whose name was Simeon; this 

man was righteous and devout, looking forward to the consolation of Israel, 

and the Holy Spirit rested on him.  It had been revealed to him by the Holy 

Spirit that he would not see death before he had seen the Lordôs Messiah.  

Guided by the Spirit, Simeon came into the temple; and when the parents 

brought in the child Jesus, to do for him what was customary under the law, 

Simeon took him in his arms and praised God, saying, óMaster, now you are 

dismissing your servant in peace, according to your word; for my eyes have 

seen your salvation, which you have prepared in the presence of all peoples, a 

light for revelation to the Gentiles and for glory to your people Israel.ô  And 

the childôs father and mother were amazed at what was being said about him.  

Then Simeon blessed them and said to his mother Mary, óThis child is 

destined for the falling and the rising of many in Israel, and to be a sign that 

will be opposed so that the inner thoughts of many will be revealed ï and a 

sword will pierce your own soul too.ô  There was also a prophet, Anna the 

daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher.  She was of a great age, having 

lived with her husband seven years after her marriage, then as a widow to the 

age of eighty-four.  She never left the temple but worshipped there with 

fasting and prayer night and day.  At that moment she came, and began to

Ash Wednesday - Wednesday 17th February 
Ash Wednesday begins the six week period of Lent - a season preceding Easter 

and inviting Christians to think more seriously about the orientation of their 

lives, and to reconsider the quality of their discipleship. Ash Wednesday is 

marked by a tone of repentance and reminds us of our mortality.  It is an ancient 

custom of the church to use ashes to evoke these two ideas.

When: 9.00-11.00am 
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praise God and to speak about the child to all who were looking for the 

redemption of Jerusalem.  When they had finished everything required by the 

law of the Lord, they returned to Galilee, to their own town of Nazareth.  The 

child grew and became strong, filled with wisdom; and the favour of God 

was upon him. 

Commentary: The presentation of Jesus strictly observed the three ceremonies 

necessary after the birth of a male child.  Every Jewish boy was circumcised on the 

eighth day; then every first-born was óredeemedô or bought back from God through 

a small payment, and finally, because the mother was seen to be unclean for 40 days 

she was purified by the offering of a lamb and a turtle dove (if she was wealthy) or 

two doves or pigeons (if she was poor).  Luke conflates the last two ceremonies to 

one, and refers to it as a Presentation of the Boy Jesus in the Temple.  Mary and 

Joseph make the offering of the ópoorô, and no doubt Jesus grew up in an 

atmosphere where money always had to be carefully managed.  Note the two 

beautiful seniors who recognise the Messiah - Simeon and Anna, who have each 

grown old gracefully, turning experience into wisdom and understanding into 

insight.

You will remember that our elections were held on Sunday November 22, and 
so this meeting will consider the reports for all groups (including the financial 
statements) from 2009, offer feedback on the parish goals for the year and 
approve the budget for 2010.

Archbishop Phillip Aspinall will be visiting our parish on Sunday 28th March 

(Palm Sunday). If you would like to be baptised, received into the Anglican 

Church or be Confirmed, please speak with Julie soon.  

I do not wish to pre-empt the parish council meeting this afternoon, however a 

number of parishioners have asked for more information about the proposed 

garden beds at Cooroy. This information is provided with the caveat that Parish 

Council may adopt, change or reject any or all of the proposal. 

The front gardens are intended to provide shade for the church and hall from the 

western sun as well as limiting the noise from the oncoming traffic, without 

limiting visibility of the church or preventing breezes. In doing so, it is hoped 

that the semi-enclosed space would be suitable for wedding parties to exit onto 

following their service; while still providing access for funeral hearses and 

access for people with disabilities. 

The Sunshine Coast Regional Council have specific requirements for gardens 

planted on the verge and these have been adhered to. Selection of plants is 

limited to those identified by council (but there are 5 pages of them!) 

There are many plant selection options for us to consider. It is possible to select 

shade trees that are deciduous (the leaves fall off in winter giving shade during 

summer and sun in winter); or trees that have long, thin trunks with leaves only 

6ft up (as they have at Pomona Community House or in front of the health 

practice adjacent to Ausmar Homes in Cooroy). We could also select plants for 

their flowers so we have flowers for each church season for our worship; or 

plants that are mentioned in the Bible and those that have religious significance 

(olives, poinsettias, pomegranates, triangle palms etc); or plants that are edible 

(macadamias, cumquats, etc). 

It is also suggested that in addition to the garden beds on the Miva Street and 

Tewantin Road sides of the church, we plant a line of lilypillies or similar 

hedging plants) along the fence line next to our Miva Street  neighbours to give 

us (and them) some privacy. On the fence line of our Tewantin Road neighbours, 

it is hoped that we clean out the gully to allow a proper storm water drain 

through to the creek and the dam (hidden by the trees). Terracing the lower side 

of the church block has also been considered. This will create two flat spaces 

(one would still be available if the suggested Spiritus building proceeds at a later 

time) so that we fix the water flooding problem caused to our neighbours as a 

result of the steep slope. On the far side of the top space, we would plant fast 

growing trees to provide shade to the church and hall from the east. 

The working group considered regular use of the grounds for the fete, our hall 

hirers and regular Sunday mornings use. While the proposal on paper seemed 

okay to me, I saw on Sunday that we have some issues with disabled parking and 

access that can addressed prior to planting. Iôm sure that the meeting this 

afternoon will identify some other modifications that will be necessary also. 

One member of the team said, this planning will make an all-important 

improvement in the impressions given to the general public and reflects the joy 

that we, as Christians, have.      Julie
