The Feast of St James

Today we celebrate the Feast of St. James, Apostle and Martyr. He was the
brother of the Apostle John and was part of an inner three (with Peter and
John) who accompanied Jesus on the most sacred occasions. A fisherman by
trade he may have had a fiery temper and an ambitious streak. We know
little about James largely because he died prematurely, martyred at the hands
of Herod Agrippa between 41 and 44AD, the first of the twelve Apostle to
become a martyr.

And you, do you
seek great things for yourself? Do not seek them; for I am going to bring
disaster upon all flesh, says the Lord; but I will give you your life as a prize
of war in every place to which you may go.’

Commentary: Baruch was employed by the prophet Jeremiah to write down his

oracles from about 605BC (the fourth vy
appears to have been much more than simply a scribe, but actively involved in
Jeremiahds ministry. Because he was s
opprobrium that wa s ai med at t he pr o
envisaged for himself, they were not to be: in 598BC Judah was invaded by the
Babyl oni ans and destroyed. 0The whol e
the king and nobles transported to exile in Babylon. Jeremiah and Baruch fled to the
safety of Egypt. The reading is <chos

Baruch shared in the sufferings of Jeremiah so James the Apostle shared in the
sufferings of Jesus.

PSALM 126 (Page 362)

SECOND READING - Acts 11. 27 - 12. 2

At that time prophets came down from Jerusalem to Antioch. One of them
named Agabus stood up and predicted by the Spirit that there would be a
severe famine over all the world; and this took place during the reign of
Claudius. The disciples determined that according to their ability, each
would send relief to the believers living in Judea; this they did, sending it to
the elders by Barnabas and Saul. About that time King Herod laid violent
hands upon some who belonged to the church. He had James, the brother of
John, killed with the sword.

Commentary: Some charismatic leaders of the early church went by the name of
prophets. They could read the signs of the times and offered inspired leadership to
the young congregations. Agabus was one such prophet. His prediction of a world-
wide famine may have been less a case of foreknowledge, and more a reading of the
signs of the times. There were a number of food shortages in different parts of the
Roman empire during the reign of Claudius (41-54AD), perhaps suggesting to
Agabus the beginnings of the great and turbulent end, after which Christ would
return on the clouds of glory. In Jerusalem, a food shortage was very serious
between 46 and 48AD, and two leaders in Antioch - Paul and Barnabas - took a

financial contribution to their fellow Christians in Jerusalem as assistance. About

this time - in fact a few years earlier, between 41 and 444D, when Herod Agrippa (a
grandson of Herod the Great) ruled the whole of Palestine, James was executed in
Jerusalem. Perhaps Herod wished to please his new Jewish subjects by attacking a
growing but suspect Jewish-Christian group?
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GOSPEL - Matthew 20. 20-28

The mother of the sons of Zebedee came to him with her sons, and kneeling
before him, she asked a favour of him. And he said to her, “What do you
want?’ She said to him, ‘Declare that these two sons of mine will sit, one at
your right hand and one at your left, in your kingdom.” But Jesus answered,
“You do not know what you are asking. Are you able to drink the cup that I
am about to drink?” They said to him, ‘We are able.” He said to them, ‘You
will indeed drink my cup, but to sit at my right hand and at my left, this is not
mine to grant, but it is for those for whom it has been prepared by my
Father.” When the ten heard it, they were angry with the two brothers. But
Jesus called them to him and said, “You know that the rulers of the Gentiles
lord it over them, and their great ones are tyrants over them. It will not be so
among you; but whoever wishes to be great among you must be your servant,
and whoever wishes to be first among you must be your slave; just as the Son
of Man came not to be served but to serve, and to give his life a ransom for
many.’

Commentary:1 n Mar kdés Gospel it is the
premier places. Matthew however, likes to present the Apostles in a good light and
therefore says that it was their mother who was the ambitious one! James and John
presume that Jesus will one day be a king and the Twelve will be his courtiers. Jesus
tries to shock them out of their misunderstanding. The cup was a symbol for a
destiny of suffering, and to be baptized meant to be overwhelmed by a wave of
afflictions. Jesus was in effect challenging the disciples to share in that destiny of
suffering which must precede his own ultimate glorification. Jesus then uses the
opportunity to give a radical teaching of the meaning of greatness.
