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Mothering or Refreshment Sunday 
Today is Mothering Sunday - or Refreshment Sunday – marking the middle of 

Lent and giving us a chance to break from our Lenten fasts. We will receive 

Simnel cake as we leave (thanks to the ladies for arranging them). Simnel cakes 

take their name from the Latin word 'simila' which refers to the fine flour used in 

the preparation. The traditional recipe contains lots of the delights that were 

omitted in Lent - like sugar, eggs, almonds, and fruit - and has a rich layer of 

almond paste (or mazipan) on the bottom, in the middle and on the top (before 

it's cooked). There are differing views about the origin of 'Mothering Sunday'. 

Some say that the custom originated in honouring the 'Mother Church' and 

parishioners travelled to the main church or the cathedral to worship on this day. 

The other view is that it was a holiday to allow young girls and boys in service at 

big houses and farms to visit their mothers. This came six months after the main 

hiring fairs in October. Often the girls were allowed by their employer to make a 

special cake to take home. This was called Simnel cake and would sometimes be 

kept by the mother for the Easter celebrations.

For the Israelites traveled forty years in the wilderness, 

until all the nation, the warriors who came out of Egypt, perished, not having 

listened to the voice of the LORD.

The manna ceased on the day they ate the produce of the land, 

and the Israelites no longer had manna; they ate the crops of the land of Canaan 

that year.

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SECOND READING ï 2 Corinthians 5:16-21 
From now on, therefore, we regard no one from a human point of view; even 

though we once knew Christ from a human point of view, we know him no 

longer in that way. So if anyone is in Christ, there is a new creation: everything 

old has passed away; see, everything has become new! All this is from God, who 

reconciled us to himself through Christ, and has given us the ministry of 

reconciliation; that is, in Christ God was reconciling the world to himself, not 

counting their trespasses against them, and entrusting the message of 

reconciliation to us. So we are ambassadors for Christ, since God is making his 

appeal through us; we entreat you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. For 

our sake he made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might 

become the righteousness of God.  
 

GOSPEL - Luke 15:11-32 
Jesus said, "There was a man who had two sons. The younger of them said to his 

father, 'Father, give me the share of the property that will belong to me.' So he 

divided his property between them. A few days later the younger son gathered 

all he had and traveled to a distant country, and there he squandered his property 

in dissolute living. When he had spent everything, a severe famine took place 

throughout that country, and he began to be in need. So he went and hired 

himself out to one of the citizens of that country, who sent him to his fields to 

feed the pigs. He would gladly have filled himself with the pods that the pigs 

were eating; and no one gave him anything. But when he came to himself he 

said, 'How many of my father's hired hands have bread enough and to spare, but 

here I am dying of hunger! I will get up and go to my father, and I will say to 

him, "Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you; I am no longer 

worthy to be called your son; treat me like one of your hired hands." ' So he set 

off and went to his father. But while he was still far off, his father saw him and 

was filled with compassion; he ran and put his arms around him and kissed him. 

Then the son said to him, 'Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you; I 

am no longer worthy to be called your son.' But the father said to his slaves, 

'Quickly, bring out a robe--the best one--and put it on him; put a ring on his 

finger and sandals on his feet. And get the fatted calf and kill it, and let us eat 

and celebrate; for this son of mine was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is 

found!' And they began to celebrate. 

"Now his elder son was in the field; and when he came and approached the 

house, he heard music and dancing. He called one of the slaves and asked what 

was going on. He replied, 'Your brother has come, and your father has killed the 

fatted calf, because he has got him back safe and sound.' Then he became angry 

and refused to go in. His father came out and began to plead with him. But he 

answered his father, 'Listen! For all these years I have been working like a slave 

for you, and I have never disobeyed your command; yet you have never given 

me even a young goat so that I might celebrate with my friends. But when this 

son of yours came back, who has devoured your property with prostitutes, you

PALM/PASSION SUNDAY: Holy Week commences with our keeping of Palm or 
Passion Sunday. The Archbishop will be with us for this commemoration (and we will 

welcome someone into the Anglican Communion at Pomona and dedicate the new bell 
tower at Cooroy). Please invite your family and friends to this celebration. With the 

Archbishop’s visit, we will have the two morning liturgies only  - there will be no 
Eucharist at Boreen Point in the evening. 

 

MONDAY: There will be Morning Prayer at 7.30am at Holy Nativity Cooroy. 
TUESDAY: There will be Morning Prayer at 7.00am at Good Shepherd, Pomona. 

WEDNESDAY: There will be a Eucharist at 7.30am at Holy Nativity Cooroy. 
THURSDAY: There will be a Eucharist at 7.00am at Good Shepherd, Pomona. 

 
MAUNDY THURSDAY: Maundy comes from a word meaning ‘command’: Jesus’ 
command to ‘do this in remembrance of me’ and ‘love one another’ expressed in the 

symbolic action of washing feet. I would like 12 people to participate in the footwashing 
- so if you’re available for that, please let me know. At the end of the Eucharist there is a 

dramatic stripping of the sanctuary of all its furnishings, while the congregation recites 
Psalm 22 and then a vigil is kept until midnight.  It is a way of watching with Christ, a 

prayer of love to him, as we remember his anxiety in the garden of Gethsemane and his 
arrest and detention prior to his trial on the Friday morning. Our Eucharist will be at 

7.30pm at Holy Nativity, Cooroy. 
 

GOOD FRIDAY: This year there will be two services int he parish which will include 

The Eucharist, because as St Paul says, ‘whenever we break the bread and drink the cup 
we proclaim the Lordôs death until he comesô; the Recognition of the cross and 

meditation and the traditional Good Friday Prayers. This liturgy will be at 9.00am at 

Holy Nativity, Cooroy. There will be a ‘walking’ Stations of the Cross reflection at 

Good Shepherd Pomona at 2pm. This liturgy will require us to walk outside the church 
and to reflect on Jesus’ journey to the cross. It is anticipated this will take about an hour 

and has been timed to mark the final hour of the three hours Jesus was on the cross.  
 

EASTER EVE: We will commence our Easter Day celebration on Easter Eve with a 

Eucharist at St Lukeôs Kin Kin at 5.30pm. We will then move to Robertsô House 

Boreen Point for 7.30pm for our second celebration of Easter. Traditionally, the church 
have kept a vigil on Easter Eve with those seeking baptism gathering in a separate space 

to the baptised community while the bishop lead the people in prayer, fasting and 
meditation until the early dawn.  
 

EASTER DAY: ‘Early on the first day of the week, while it was still darkô – the same 
time the women arrived at the empty tomb– the catechumens (or those to be baptised) 

were escorted into the baptistery (a large room) be baptised with the first sign of dawn. 
This lead into an eight day celebration of the resurrection. I’m suggesting we begin a 

little later than dawn with the lighting of the Easter fire and sharing the Eucharist 
together at Good Shepherd Pomona at 7.30am and Holy Nativity, Cooroy at 9.30am. 

It would be great to share a celebratory breakfast at Pomona (with fresh fruit and 
champagne) and another celebration brunch at Cooroy (with champagne and punch 

morning tea).
