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I am delighted to present my fourth annual report to the Parish. I remain continually pleased to 
be ministering within a faithful, prayerful team of willing workers for Godõs kingdom. While 
2010 was a hard year for me personally, especially in terms of my health, I feel uplifted by the 
love and care you offer me. And I am pleased to know that this love and care is also offered to 
one another. These are marks of a true Christian community... a community where we can be 
authentically ourselves and know that with love (sometimes the tough kind) we are accepted and 
valued for more than simply the contribution we make to that community. 

The year began with my turmoil in the midst of the landscaping at the Cooroy Church. What 
was intended to be a lovely surprise, a thank you to the congregation and present a welcoming 
atmosphere to the community became a difficult and trying time for many parishioners ð both 
those in support of the landscaping and those against. After discussion at our last annual 
meeting, the landscaping plan was scaled back and planted with some ôquick growing temporary 
plantsõ to give us time to determine exactly what plants we wanted there. Those temporary plants 
have remained and, with some recent minor care, do present an oasis from the road beside. As 
the Archbishop commented on his visit in March, we need to encourage those who see the 
physical oasis to venture inside and find the spirit oasis with God. 

In March we welcomed Archbishop Phillip Aspinall to dedicate the new bell tower housing the 
St Georgeõs Eumundi bell at Cooroy. It was a lovely occasion and the speech from Joan Goldener, 
long time worshipper at Eumundi and parishioner of the parish, reminded us of the history of 
the bell. The bell tower is now a fitting memorial to those who worshipped at Eumundi and a 
continual reminder of Godõs presence within the people and a call to prayer. Roses from the 
Eumundi Church garden will soon be planted below the tower as another link with our heritage. 
We were also delighted to have the Archbishop welcome Sharon Rankine, Dawn and Ian 
Williamsonõs daughter, into the Anglican Church at Pomona that morning ð a lovely surprise for 
Dawn & Ian. 

In mid March we celebrated Easter with the usual fanfare... champagne and brunch and the 
lighting of the new fire outside the churches. Maundy Thursday and Good Friday liturgies were 
also a chance for some variations to our worship and we welcomed many visitors over the Great 
Three Days. 

In June we participated in the Natural Church Development Survey with thanks to our friends at 
Noosa Parish who generously paid for the processing of the surveys. The survey highlighted a 
number of areas for the Parish Council to address and has helped provide the background to our 
future planning. The studies into discovering and using Godõs gifts in early 2011 are the 
beginning of our working with this. 

In early July I was fortunate to be asked again to be the chaplain at Senior Ichthus which was 
held in Kenilworth this year. It was a wonderful week of adventure activities and spiritual 
conversations with 50 young adults (from first year university through to 30 years old). 
Working with young adults always seems to ôsharpenõ oneõs skills as they can ask some difficult 
and complex questions about ministry, God and spirituality. In July I also commenced my term 
as the Archbishopõs appointment to the St Andrewõs Anglican College Council. I am very much 
enjoying the work of the council overseeing the management of the college and in January 2011 
assisted with the induction of new staff, offering some insights into the beliefs of the Anglican 
Church. 

Septemberõs highlight was our Mission Weekend with the Little Brothers of Francis. It was a 
delight to have Brother Howard with us for a parish dinner on the Friday night which ended 
with compline according to the order the brothers use. The quiet afternoon on Saturday helped 
us to delve more deeply into the Gospels. St Lukeõs Kin Kin was a very suitable venue for the 
quiet afternoon with plenty of grounds and space outdoors and within for quiet reflection. On 
the Sunday, Back to Church Sunday was perhaps not as well attended as 2009, but we were 
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encouraged by more people inviting others. The key is for us to have the courage to invite others 
to come to worship with us and, while we hope they come, the success is in each of us inviting 
someone. We ended the mission weekend with Evensong, sung unaccompanied, which was a 
lovely way to finish the wonderful weekend and an added bonus to help us invite people õBack to 
Churchõ. 

In 2011, I continue with my work with the Diocesan Back to Church Sunday team and take over 
facilitating the team.  

In the later stages of the year, the Pastoral Visiting Team was formed to ease the load of pastoral 
visits and home communions that has previously been the Parish Priestõs responsibility. Thanks 
to the Revd Christine Woolner for assisting with the training and debriefing of the volunteers 
and for all those who have accepted the challenge of this initiative this year. As the new year 
commences, I am delighted that the team continues to grow and with Ray Weir taking on the 
coordination role, I look forward to this team becoming a greater expression of the love and care 
within our parish community.  

Late September I took ill with a kidney infection that took some months to recover from. I 
returned to the parish in mid November but still on part duties until the end of the year. I thank 
the Revd Linda Kologaras and the Revd Bob Paget for leading the Sunday worship during this 
time. Thanks also to Stephen Hilditch, Dawn Williamson, our churchwardens, and Sharon 
Haylock, our treasurer, for their leadership of the parish during this absence. The workload for 
the churchwardens and treasurer can be especially demanding and I appreciate the task these 
three people willingly took while I was sick. The sick leave from the parish gave me a deeper 
appreciation for all those who are sick ð and a greater commitment to looking after myself. As I 
have reflected since, I realised in this time how much I love my work as a priest and how 
important it is to ensure I take proper care of myself so I can continue to do what I enjoy doing. 
As we commenced 2011, I have made some significant changes to my workload which will 
become more apparent over the coming year. 

My thanks to Frank and Clare Lee who moved to Tasmania in early October. Their commitment 
to the parish and their willingness to ôhave a tryõ at a new idea helped our parish to grow and 
flourish in recent years. While not all of the new initiatives have borne fruit, we thank them for 
their readiness to take risks and to stir the Holy Spirit within us. Frankõs many years as Church 
Warden have helped us to realise some important property investments (especially the newly 
renovated rectory), his commitment to Hospital Chaplaincy and EFM have enhanced our parish 
and his prayerfulness encouraged us. Clareõs enthusiasm to show Godõs love and care to all 
people helped us to strive for the ROW Programme, to offer food and assistance to many in need 
and her support in scouring the internet for new ideas and possibilities helped us to realise some 
gifts and ministries we did not think possible. Thanks for continuing to manage the parish 
website and the odd advertising brochure from Tasmania. We miss you both. 

Thank you to Neville and Dot Anderson and to Dawn Weir who have volunteered their time and 
talent to assist the parish in the office since the middle of the year.  I am especially appreciative 
of their willingness to take on whatever job is left in their tray and for the initiative they take in 
helping ease the administrative burden of the parish. 

I wish to pay tribute to two significant people in my life who died in 2010. The Revd Ainsley 
Haldane was a friend and mentor to me for more than 15 years. We first met when he was asked 
to be chaplain for a diocesan youth camp I was coordinating in 1995. Ains was always willing to 
discuss theology, the progress of the parish, the latest insights into spirituality and so much 
more. When it was announced I had been appointed as priest here, he was one of the first to ring 
and congratulate me and I deeply valued his friendship. Ainsleyõs passing in April made a deep 
impression on me. 

In June, we were all startled by the sudden and tragic death of Roger Rynd. Roger was another 
fine confidant and conversation partner. His breath of reading and reflection, especially on all 
things spiritual, was a tremendous gift that he shared with everyone. Rog was always thinking 
and planning ways to help our parish grow, using his knowledge of arts in Australia. His ideas 
were often exciting, sometimes scary but always from left field and I miss his lateral thinking, his 
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kindnesses and encouragement. 

The death of both these men, the garden issue at the beginning of the year and my illness have 
all reminded me of the significant emotional strain of being a parish priest. It can be very easy to 
care for others emotional and spiritual needs without properly debriefing or attending to my 
own emotional needs. I hope that the changes I have made for my workload in 2011 will go 
some way to improving my emotional self care and managing my health before burnout 
becomes a deeper reality. 

I wish to pay tribute to a number of parishioners who died through the year. Russell Tapp, a 
member of the Boreen Point community and regular worshipper was killed in a sailing accident 
in the Atlantic. Russell was a valued member of our ROW Programme and was a great mentor to 
the young people. Russõ quiet manner in drawing alongside the teenagers and offering words of 
encouragement was just one way we saw Godõs light within him. He is greatly missed both by 
our young rowers and also the wider Boreen Point community. 

Gwyder Wood passed away in March after a short illness. Gwyder had been president of the 
Pomona Ladies Group for many years had worked tirelessly in years past to help build the 
Church of the Good Shepherd and also in supporting parishioners throughout the parish with 
her humble, kind and generous heart. While she had moved to Noosa in 2009, she remained a 
part of the Pomona fellowship. 

Dian Argent, while a resident and member of the Ipswich North Parish, worshipped in our 
parish when she was at her holiday home in Boreen Point. Ross and Dian have been loyal 
supporters of the parish and while neither would like attention drawn to themselves their quiet 
behind the scenes support and encouragement is much appreciated. We miss Dian and 
appreciate all she did and are delighted that Ross is able to continue to worship with us when 
heõs in the area. 

Around the parish we were saddened when Vic Webber died in late September. Vic was a 
regular parishioner at Good Shepherd Pomona over many years (with a few breaks in the 
middle) and was on the pastoral visiting team often taking home communion to people who 
were shut in. Vic helped in the parish office until his health deteriorated mid year and led the 
Thursday morning bible study ð his depth of reading and study was appreciated  by all. My 
thanks to the Revd Christine Woolner, who at less than an hourõs notice, officiated at the funeral. 

Looking at the year ahead, I found a reflection on whether the Church is a Cruise Ship or a 
Battleship that may offer you some insights into ministry and our parish in 2011. 

Many people think of the Church as a cruise ship by listing the questions many ask of a luxury 
cruise liner (a ship that exists for my pleasure and entertainment): 

¶ Do I like the music they play in the ballroom? 
¶ Do I like the captain and his crew? 
¶ Is the service good? 
¶ Am I well fed? 
¶ Are my needs met promptly? 
¶ Is the cruise pleasant? 
¶ Am I comfortable? 
¶ Will I cruise with them again? 

It is a true fact that our parishes ought to work very hard to make sure the faithful are effectively 
served and helped to find God. Good sermons, excellent and obedient liturgy to include good 
music, a beautiful Church and dedicated clergy and lay staff. God deserves the very best and so 
do his people. However it also follows that the world does not exist merely to please me. No 
parish we attend will ever be exactly the way we want it. No priest preaches perfectly every 
Sunday. The choir does not always sing my favourites. 

Some people stay away from Church and call it boring or say they arenõt being fed. But in the 
end, itõs not about you! We go to Church to worship God because God is worthy, because God 
deserves our praise and because he has commanded us to be there. God has something 
important to say to us whether we want to hear it or not. He directs us to eat his flesh and drink 
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his blood whether we like it or not. We must eat or we will die. Worship is about God and what 
he is saying and doing. 

There is perhaps a better image for the Church: A Battleship. 

¶ Is the ship on a clear and noble mission? 
¶ Is the ship able to endure storms at sea? 
¶ Does the captain submit to a higher authority? 
¶ Are the tactics and moves of the enemy well understood by bridge crew? 
¶ Does the bridge crew have proper training and experience? 
¶ Are the general crew members equipped to succeed?  
¶  Is the general crew well trained in the available weaponry? 
¶ Does the general crew cooperate with the captain? 
¶ Are they taught to be disciplined and vigilant? 
¶ Are they rooted in (naval) tradition yet well aware of current circumstances? 
¶ Are they at their posts? 
¶ Do they take the battle seriously? 
¶ Does the ship have adequate first aid and medical help? 
¶ Is the crew properly fed? 

Some dislike any military imagery in reference to the faith. But pugna spiritalis (spiritual battle) 
is simply a fact. We are besieged by the world. We are called to engage the battle and by Godõs 
grace win through to victory. Our weapons are the Word of God, the Teachings of the Church, 
the Sacraments, and prayer. We cannot win on our own but must work together under the 
authority of the Church which too is under Godõs care and authority. We are rooted in the 
wisdom of tradition and guided to apply that wisdom and our training to these current times. 
Our parish has endured many storms, yet has never sunk. She is a sure a steady ship on a clear 
and noble mission. 

In 2011, my goal is to help us remain ôbattle readyõ  by ensuring that each of us is equipped to 
use the gifts that God has given us... and to be ready to take on the challenges of the year 
confidently knowing that God provides. We are called to trust that promise and to use all we 
have to Gods glory.

OUTSTANDING NEEDS/PROBLEMS. 

Addressed so far by 2 
retrenching and just recently water proofing of wall between the garage and office. Decisions 
on future floor covering for office etc. when leakage proven  to be corrected. 
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*Storage for fundraising events still needed. 

* Unfortunately we have had to cancel the Row Programme due to our inability to find a 
coordinator. It remains closed. 

* Maintenance of Church Grounds presents a problem from time to time but fortunately not at 
the moment . In Pomona our grateful thanks to Greg Chant, Greg Holmes, and Nev Anderson 
who are currently coping with the mowing. In Cooroy, Ben and Bob Haylock are doing the 
mowing but this is not a long term arrangement. We extend our heartfelt thanks to Keith Wall 
for the many years of dedicated care to the grounds at Cooroy. Keith had to stop due to ill 
health. 

* Dropping Attendance at church- a number of regular attendeeõs have left the district this year. 

* Dropping Finances- This of course flows on from the reduction of numbers. Our finances are 
once again at dangerously low levels. 

* Our ageing population has caused the reduction in volunteers for fund raising and the 
performing of those odd jobs we will now have to pay to get done. 

 

OUR PRIEST: Thankfully we have Julie back with us. Her absence from the Parish caused things 
to slow down a little. The Wardens missed her guidance and that little prod to get on with 
things. We need this encouragement from time to time. It is great to have her back even though 
she has to take it easy as she still has not recovered fully from this serious illness. We wish her 
well and a full recovery soon. 

 

We once again extend our grateful thanks to Rev. Linda Kologaras and Fr. Bob Paget for stepping 
in so readily to conduct services in Juliesõ absence due to illness. The knowledge that they were 
there to cover her absence must have been a great comfort to Julie. We know it was a great 
comfort to the wardens. Thanks a bunch Linda and Bob. 

 

Frank Lee resigned as warden, synod representative and nominator in September, he and Clare 
will be sorely missed. Clare for her great ability with advertising, also her cooking. Frank 
continues to update our website from Tasmania. We wish them well as they embark on their 
new adventure and new ministries we are sure. 

 

In closing we must convey our thanks to Nev and Dot Anderson and Dawn Weir for their 
assistance with the office work. Their continued contribution relieves Rev. Julie and the wardens 
from a mound of paper work. 

 

Dawn would like to thank everyone for their good humoured help given to me over a few years 
now as warden [canõt remember how many, will have to look it up]. I had no idea of what to do 
when I first started, but necessity is a  great and fast teacher. I thank everyone for their patience 
and goodwill as I finish my time as warden. A service I have enjoyed very much, however age 
has caught up with me. I thank Fr. Bill Guttormson and Julie for their assistance and patience 
during these last few years. Ps I wonõt miss the report writing.

Firstly, I would like to sincerely thank Joy & Laurie Ramm for the enormous assistance they have 
given me in this role by continuing to assist with banking matters; and also to their daughter 
Lynn Watt plus Joy Amos who very capably manned the ôfortõ at the f°te. Last, but not least, the 
Rev. Julie Woolner and other Parish Councillor who have given much moral & practical support 
when needed. 

I am afraid to report that again this year the Parish has run at a loss of $20 411.03, but I would 
be quick to add I donõt in any way believe this figure reflects poor management or reckless 
spending. 

 

Income: 

Our total income was $ 89 674.31. The main points of note are: 

Offertory collections were about $12 000 less than in 2009 and $18 000 less than budget. 
Congratulations to the Fundraising Committee and all parishioners for your hard work over the 
year, you brought us $1 300 more than budgeted ð no mean feat in the current economic 
climate. Thanks to the Cooroy Ladies Guild for continuing to manage to rental of the Cooroy Hall 
on behalf of the Parish. We also had a few generous donors who put almost $4000 more in the 
coffers than we anticipated - some of this was for particular purposes such as the Bell Tower & 
Cooroy gardens. 

Income from Religious Services (Baptism, Weddings, Funerals) was just $200 less than in 2009. 
There are a few other areas in which our income was less than budgeted for various reasons e.g. 
The ROW Programme unfortunately coming to a halt. Interest was $700 less than budget. It 
would seem on closer examination that our Bequests and Cooran Land money are not optimally 
invested and this is an issue that I will endeavour to investigate as soon as time permits.  Some of 
the bookstore deficit pertains to materials purchased for Pastoral care training ($180) which is in 
all probability a very sound investment in an aging/ aged Parish.  

A Volunteers Grant of $2676 was received in the latter part of the year, thanks to the skills of Rev. 
Julie Woolner. This money has recently been used to purchase a new stove for Cooroy Hall, a new 
fridge for Pomona supper room, and two small microwaves. This has meant that we could 
reallocate the old fridge & microwave from Pomona to Boreen Point, whose existing items were 
well and truly past their use by date. Even though there is a proposal to reduce the Church 
services at Roberts House, we need to try to keep our facilities there in reasonable condition as 
there are several community groups who rent the premises.  

In October, $47 676.37 was transferred by the Diocese from our Eumundi account to the Cheque 
account to pay for completion of the Car parking, trenching and Driveway at Pomona which 
were required by Sunshine Coast Regional Council as part of our application to subdivide the 
Rectory from the Church . Due to prolonged wet weather this work has not yet commenced. This 
figure does not appear in the 2011 Budget as I am told the budget is for the ongoing day-to-day 
running expenses of the Parish and does not include Capital Works. As further work is required 
on the Rectory to complete it to Diocesan standards, there will be need for further money to be 
transferred from the Eumundi account in the future. There is also no allocation made therein for 
the repainting of Cooroy which will be needed in the future. 

 
Expenditure: 

Our overall expenses for 2010 amounted to $110 085.34. 

There has been significant unforseen spending on property & maintenance relating to the Parish 
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Office being flooded several times and resolving the Cooroy gardens conflict. Some of the Office 
expenditure has been reimbursed to us through Insurance.  

Early in the year $ 5 420 was spent removing the old cork tiles and installing new vinyl on the 
Cooroy Hall floor, the cost of which was largely offset by $4 891.96 of Grant money that was 
leftover from the Disabled Toilet project.  2010 also saw the erection of the Bell Tower at Cooroy, 
thanks mainly to Chris Fairless and Stephen Hilditch. 

Improvements/maintenance to the Rectory included security lighting, a clothesline, & shelving in 
the downstairs bedroom to improve the efficiency of storage space. Unfortunately, this year the 
organ at Pomona had significant electrical problems which could not be repaired. Due to the 
generosity of Loweõs Organs, we have been able to replace it with a somewhat lesser organ for 
just $136. 

 

Summary: 

In looking at both the actual 2010 year and what we anticipate in the 2011 budget, it is clear 
that the Parish is at a crucial decision-making time from both a financial and longevity 
perspective.  

Leadership cannot see any ways of significantly reducing our day-to-day running costs for the 
Parish, short of reducing our Stipend; and I daresay that is not what Parishioners, nor the Priest-
in-Charge desire. 

The problem lies with our Income ð this is what we need to work on urgently for the short and 
long term survival of this Parish. I know this is probably a similar tune to what you have been 
hearing at the AGM for the past few years, but we are really getting toward crunch time. 

On average, for most of 2010 our offertory was $1000 per month less than Stipend alone. This 
did improve toward the end of the year after the cry went out. 

I appreciate that many Parishioners are on the aged Pension and would already be giving as 
much as they can afford. I believe that we have already started work on trying to grow our 
numbers by way of the Sunset Service, re-connecting with recently married couples, and 
implementing strategies from the Natural Church Development survey. These will be more 
medium-long term approaches to the problem. 

In the short term we seriously have to start thinking outside the box, and the most obvious is to 
try to draw that income from people that are currently ôexternalõ to the Church. The Fete is great 
but we need more than that. We have to start working smarter, not harder; for our numbers are 
slowly dwindling and by and large health is not improving with age. A couple of suggestions 
have been made at Parish Council, but have been met with mixed enthusiasm and to date no 
progress made. A few options of possible ways forward were discussed at the leadership team 
meeting with Bishop Jonathon last week. I would urge as many as possible to come along to the 
forthcoming meeting of the Fundraising Committee, because more than ever this parish needs to 
put our differences behind us and pull together ð united we stand, divided we fall.
